Waynesburg University is one of America’s best kept educational secrets! Founded in 1849 by the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, this Christian School sits on a pastoral hillside in southwestern Pennsylvania, approximately halfway between Pittsburgh and Morgantown, West Virginia. The main campus is a three hour commute from Baltimore, Cleveland and Columbus, an hour’s drive from the Pittsburgh International Airport, ten minutes from the Waynesburg Exit on Interstate 79 and town  is an easy five minute walk from anywhere on campus. 

Parents often ask, “Why should my daughter consider Waynesburg University?” The answer is easy!  Waynesburg provides a world-class education, with a student to faculty ratio of 13:1 and we offer 70 doctoral, masters and undergraduate degrees as diverse as those taught at schools twice its size. We have a 92.5% freshman retention rate and over the past three years, every one of our senior lacrosse players has graduated. The annual tuition of $26,000 which includes room and board is well below the $32,807 national average for a private 4-year college, and nearly 50 academic scholarships can help make it even more affordable.  

Waynesburg’s small college town setting will shelter your daughter on one of the safest campuses in this country. Our class size averages 25 students (taught by professors—no grad students here), will help us to continually monitor grades and freshmen lacrosse players attend weekly study hall with the team. Your daughter will also have a team mentor to interact with and be accountable to throughout her first year. Our upperclassmen are trustworthy and responsible and your daughter will be able to bond with them over more than lacrosse and studying. The girls participate in worthwhile community service projects and fun team and campus activities. We will even help her with roommate matching and make sure that she takes advantage of the many services that the University offers. 

Waynesburg is an NCAA Division III School and the Lady Yellow Jackets are entering their fourth year of competition. Our record belies the fact that we played all more established teams; some were even Division II. Coach Laurie Lindner and I have been busy recruiting and are confident this program will be a championship contender! Coach Lindner has been a grad assistant and volleyball team assistant, and interim head lacrosse coach for last year’s team. Coach Lindner resides in town and is a reliable and convenient resource for lacrosse team members. She’s bright, energetic and a terrific role model for college-age women! She played lacrosse and volleyball at Waynesburg and earned a Masters Degree here last year. I am also pleased to tell you Coach Laura Rayle is returning, too. Coach Rayle played lacrosse and graduated from Waynesburg, and  specializes in goal keeper instruction. Like Coach Lindner, she too a tremendous role model for young women. Be assured that if your daughter joins our team, she will not only receive high-level lacrosse instruction, but also get the very best in physical conditioning under the watchful eye of Mr. Tanner Kolb, our Strength and Conditioning Coach. In addition, Mr. Ken Alberta, MS, ATC our athletic trainer will be standing by at practice and games to help the players when needed. 

Of greater importance is the fact your daughter will be joining a family who cares about her personal and classroom success as much as on the field! I look forward to our team’s graduates “giving back to the game” by going on to become lacrosse coaches and umpires someday, so they can inspire a whole new generation of female lacrosse players and officials.
